The DSpace Interface

A There are two interfaces to DSpace 1.5

A The JSPUI (Java Server Pages)
A The XMLUI (Manakin Framework)

JSPUI XMLUI
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JSPUL [dspace.url/jspul]

A The JSPUI is the standard interface for DSpace allowing fast
creation of dynamic web content

A The JSPUI interface is implemented using:
A Java Servlets which handle the business logic
A JavaServer Pages (JSPs) which produce the HTML

A The source code for the JSP webapp is located either:

[dspace - src] \ dspace-jspui \dspace-jspui -webapp src \ main\ webapp
If the full source was downloaded

[dspace - src] \ dspace\ target \ dspace- [version].dir \ webapps\ dspace- jspui - webapp
If the default release was downloaded after the first build
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The JSPUI

A Edited JSPs should be placed in

[dspace - src]/dspace/modules/jspui/src/main/webapp/

A Files placed in this directory will overwrite the original JSPs

A This will ensure when upgrading DSpace local changes are n
overwritten

A Using the same path as the original

DSpace default Locallymodified version

[jsp.dir)/communitylist.jsp  [dspacesrd/ dspace/modules/jspui/src/main/webappbmmunitylist.jsp

[jsp.dir]/mydspacémain.jsp [dspacesrd/dspace/modules/jspui/src/main/webapphydspace/main.jsp




Customising the Stylesheet

A Fonts, colours and formatting in DSpace can be easily change
using the stylesheet
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A When editing the stylesheet copy the local version to:

[dspace - src]/dspace/modules/jspui/src/main/webapp/styles.css.jsp
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Editing the Stylesheet

A Tags within the stylesheet relate to various elements in the JSPUI
A By changing these tags, fonts, colours and formatting can be modified
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A Once this file has been modified DSpace will need to fmaokaged

cd [dspace - src] \ dspace
mvn package

A Then DSpace will need to be redeployed

cd [dspace -src] \ dspace\target \[version]
ant ZDconfig=[dspace]

\ dspace- [version].build.dir
\ config \ dspace.cfg update

A Advantages:

A Quick to implement
A Simple to complete (only a basic understanding of CSS/HTML is required)

A Disadvantages:
A Only very basic changes to the look and feel can be completed

A Advanced Customisation to the JSPUI involves

A JSPUI InterfaceEditing Java Server Pages (JSPs) etc...
A Changes to the stylesheet

A Advantages:

A Advanced changes to the look and feel can be achieved
A DSpace can be branded to match the organisational corporate scheme

A Disadvantages:
A Changes can be time consuming

A Changes require knowledge of additional programming languages
